USE OF HOLIDAY CALENDAR

Dates of Jewish holidays are set according to the Jewish lunar calendar. They begin at sundown
on the preceding evening and conclude at sundown on the dates noted. The Sabbath begins
at sundown on Friday evening and concludes at sundown on Saturday. Work is prohibited during
traditional observances of these holidays. Therefore, Jewish community members may be absent
from school, work and be prohibited from taking part in special events and programs.
